Sencpture Reflection

Throughout Easter Time readings are taken
from the New Testament. The post-Resurrection
stories, the preaching of Paul, and the events
in the first communities all celebrate the Paschal
Mystery and explore its implication for the lives
of believers. Jesus’ first post-Resurrection
appearance to the disciples happened “on the
first day of the week,” a fit time for something
new to unfold. It is Sunday, the day that
Christians celebrate the Resurrection of the
Lord, and the story of the Resurrection begins
with an empty tomb. The entire Christian tradition
is based on this mysterious discovery--a
mystery full enough for a lifetime of pondering.

It took the friends of Jesus a while to
understand that his missing body did not represent
theft or desecration, but the end of death. When
they finally understood the Scripture “that he
must rise from the dead,” it was because they
had experienced Easter, withessed Christ risen
from the dead. Their experience of the risen
Lord, interpreted through Jesus’ teachings and
life, led them to one conclusion: He was not in
the tomb because Jesus had been raised up
by God from death to life.

Through Jesus, who was raised from the dead,
we, too, “have been raised with Christ.” Our lives
are no longer lived in the shadow or fear of death,
for death has been conquered and life reigns
eternal. This must be the fearless reorientation
of our lives; to live in the life of Christ, raised to
new life, and not in the fear of death. God is not
the God of the dead; God is the God of the
living. And in Christ’s resurrection, God reveals
the retreat of death and the victory of life.
