The diocese has a 
local engineering firm coordinaƟng the eval-
uaƟon, by several addiƟonal firms,  the ex-
tensive work that needs to be done: to the 
dome, roof, exterior masonry, stained glass 
windows, accessibility issues, general im-
provements, mechanical and electrical, 
painƟng, and eventual organ repairs.
